CATEGORY 6. CONDUCT A SUMMER READING PROGRAM; YOUTH, TEEN AND/OR 

ADULT. 

The Leon Valley Public Library participates in the Collaborative Summer Library Program (CSLP) 

Consortium to encourage reading during the summer months.  

Due to the COVID-19 pandemic our Summer Reading Program was modified and slowly brought 

back to in person. During June when the building was closed we reached out to the public 

virtually through Zoom Programs and through activities that could be picked up on the porch 

during curbside hours and completed at home. In July we started in person storytimes. Crafts 

could be picked up in the library. We offered a space with glue, scissors and other supplies for 

anyone who wanted to complete the crafts at the library. 

Our Summer Reading Program was conducted for eight weeks during June and July. We 

continued additional programming and honored reading logs throughout the month of August.

We held a total of thirty-four programs and had a total participation of 811 people in our 2020 

summer reading programs.  

We had reading challenges available for all ages. See reading logs in Attachment 2. 

Some highlights of the SRP 2019: 

• SUMMER READING KICKOFF EVENT: For our kick-off event our mascot Libra Lion 

handed out Summer Reading Kick-Off Kits with reading logs, crafts, activities, 

bookmarks, and prizes. See a flyer in Attachment 3. 

• SUE KUENTZ STORYTELLER: One of our special events was a storyteller. Sue Kuentz told 

us wonderful stories via zoom. See the Facebook post for this event in Attachment 4. 

• PROGRAMS: This summer had a mixture of online programs via zoom and in person 

programs.

• STORYTIME WITH ARIEL: Another of our special events involved a visit from Ariel.  Ariel 

read a story and took pictures with families who attended.
